	WHEREAS, the Village Board of the Village of Deposit scheduled a public hearing for October 8, 2024 at 7:00 p.m. for Local Law No. 2 of the year 2024, entitled “A Local Law Amending Chapter 110 of the Village Code Regarding Failure to Remedy Solid Waste Violations”; and
WHEREAS, notice of said public hearing was duly advertised in the official newspaper of the Village, and posted on the Village Clerk’s sign board; and
WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held at Village Hall, 61 Front Street, Deposit, New York on 8th day of October, 2024 at 7:00 p.m. and all parties in attendance were permitted an opportunity to speak on behalf of or in opposition to said proposed Local Law, or any part thereof; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), it has been determined by the Village Board that adoption of the proposed Local Law constitutes a Type II Action as defined under 6 NYCRR 617.5 (26) and (33); and
WHEREAS, the Village Board, after due deliberation, finds it in the best interest of the Village to adopt said Local Law.

STREETS, WATER, SEWER
DPW Supervisor Evans reported that they have been working on leak repairs, shot off valve repairs and leaf pick up. Mr. Evans asked that people don’t rake leaves into the street, as they can clog the storm drains.
An application has been submitted to FEMA for the gravel bar created by Hurricane Debby.  
Blacktop for Front Street has been rescheduled for after the Oktoberfest. 
The Deposit Chamber of Commerce has requested that the Municipal parking lot be closed Saturday so that they may have the tent set up.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Zacharias stated that they have been very busy with Fire Prevention week. 
The Fire Department members are receiving physicals today. 
Chief Zacharias asked for a moment in executive session for specific personnel.

Chief Zacharias wanted to clarify that 1st assistant Chief Rynearson did not resign, he retired. He apologized for any confusion. 

CODE ENFORCEMENT
Ceo Hathaway stated that 211 Front Street is cleaned up, 3 building permits have been issued. He also stated that grass mowing should continue as long as your grass is growing. 
Mayor Moore asked DPW Supervisor if something could be done with 122-124 Front Street to make it more secure until we can demolish it. 

PRESIDENT
Mayor Moore reported that he had a petition to make the intersection at Dean and Wheeler be a 4 way stop. The petitioners feel it would slow down people coming into the Village and make it a safer intersection. After some discussion, DPW Supervisor was instructed to see what the DOT requirements may or may not be to accomplish this. 
Mayor Moore went on to say that he has been asked if a law banning the feeding of stray cats could be enacted. After much discussion the Board decided to take no action.

WHEREAS, the Village of Deposit (hereinafter “local government”) believes that climate change poses a real and increasing threat to our local and global environments and is primarily due to the burning of fossil fuels; and 

WHEREAS, the effects of climate change will endanger our infrastructure, economy and livelihoods; harm our farms, orchards, and ecological communities, including native fish and wildlife populations; spread invasive species and exotic diseases; reduce drinking water supplies and recreational opportunities; and pose health threats to our citizens; and 

WHEREAS, we believe that our response to climate change provides us with an unprecedented opportunity to save money, and to build livable, energy-independent and secure communities, vibrant innovation economies, healthy and safe schools, and resilient infrastructures; and 

WHEREAS, we believe the scale of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions reductions required for climate stabilization will require sustained and substantial efforts; and 

WHEREAS, we believe that even if emissions were dramatically reduced today, communities would still be required to adapt to the effects of climate change for decades to come, 

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that Village of  Deposit , in order to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and adapt to a changing climate, adopts the New York State Climate Smart Communities pledge, which comprises the following ten elements:
1) Build a climate-smart community. 
2) Inventory emissions, set goals, and plan for climate action. 
3) Decrease energy use. 
4) Shift to clean, renewable energy. 
5) Use climate-smart materials management. 
6) Implement climate-smart land use. 
7) Enhance community resilience to climate change. 
8) Support a green innovation economy. 
9) Inform and inspire the public.
